Narrative Examples

1. Personal - A ‘first person’ account of personal experiences.  The narrative may relate to a person, event, issue, premise or memory.

2. Biographical - An account of a person's life, or focusing on particular aspects, occasions, occurrences or highlights in a persons or a time in a person’s life.

3. Historical - An account of a significant event that happened in the past.

4. Analytical - An account of a specific event or investigation or issue that is analysed and clarified.

5. Compare and Contrast - Where the narrator compares the similarities or contrasts the differences between two subjects.

6. Cause and Effect - Where the narrator gives an opinion on the reasons for something significant happening and reflects on the resulting changes. 

7. Persuasive - An account of a specific investigation or issue where the narrator tries to influence the viewer by taking a particular stance or position by using supporting facts, or by considering an opposing point of view.
